Entry: 
Send all entries to the show manager at the 
address listed above on or before August 
6, 2011 along with copies of registration 
papers, coggins and proof of insurance. 
Entries may be changed on Thursday eve-
ning or Friday morning between 7:30 am 
and 8:30 am. There will be no entries in a 
class once it has closed. All Breeds may 
compete.
Yeld Mare Definition:  
A mare four years of age or older that has 
not raised a foal during the current year, 
has dropped a dead foal, or had a foal that 
died within 2 months of birth. The mare 
need never have produced a foal. A dry 
mare.

Junior Divisions: 
Open to youths 10 to 20 years of age. Mares 
or geldings of any age may be used. Confor-
mation of the horse will not be considered.

Champion Classes: 
You must qualify to compete in Champion 
classes. Champion Class Number’s - 2, 5, 6, 
10, 14, 15, 21 & 24

Belgians & Percheron’s will be shown sepa-
rately in all halter/line classes.

Clydesdales and Shires will be shown to-
gether unless there are six or more animals 
of one breed in one class.

Birth date to be reckoned as of January 
first.

Stallions showing in ALL classes must 
show registration papers.

Shire Geldings (all weights) will show in 1 
class together.
