If you have 
other animals attending the full week of 
the fair, it is ok to bring your market lambs 
for the week.  

ALL ANIMALS MUST HAVE 
PROPER SCRAPIES TAGS UPON 

ARRIVAL. 

Requirements: 
Youth are defined as 21 or younger as of 
January 1st. To be eligible to participate, 
exhibitors must be members of NEWSGA, 
in good standing by July 1st. Only wethers 
and ewes shown in market lamb classes are 
eligible for the circuit show. Rams are not 
eligible for this circuit. Additionally, ewes 
shown in breeding classes are not eligible.

Market Lambs need not be purebred and 
can be used in showmanship.

Open to Wethers and Ewe lambs only. (NO 
TESTICULAR TISSUE PRESENT)

All Market lambs will be weighed and 
checked in on Saturday at 9:00 AM. Must 
weigh at least 65 pounds to be shown, any 
lamb weighing in at 64 pounds and under 
will be disqualified. 

Market Lambs will be shown by weight, all 

breeds including crossbreeds will be shown 
together.

Each exhibitor may enter up to six (6) mar-
ket lambs with all lambs being premium 
eligible.
