Fam-
ily/Farm generations will be reguarded as
a separate Firm/Farm. Members of the
same firm or the same farm within 1 gen-
eration, will be regarded as one exhibitor.

Teeth:

Junior lambs must have all lamb teeth.
Lambs that are over eleven months of age
may have 2 permanent teeth showing but
not higher than their lambs teeth. Year-
lings must have no more than 4 permanent
teeth.

Transportation:

All sheep must be in place Sunday, August
10%, by 12:00 pm. Sheep will be release on
Saturday, August 16%, at 2:00 am.

Premiums:

No premiums will be paid on grade males
in compliance with state laws. Exhibitors
receive only two premiums in a each class.

Requirements:

The Breeds listed below must have seven
sheep with desirable quality sheep in or-
der to have their own show. Those breeds
not listed or meeting these requirements
will show in (Breeds 17 or 18) all others.
At officials' discretion breeds not listed
above, that have at least seven sheep may
have their own show. All animals entered
as purebreds must have, upon the request
of the officials, a registration certificate for
each animal from the Breed Association.
Also, must be registered in the exhibitors
name prior to the Skowhegan State Fair.
